Topic: Pressuring in opponents half of the field using 3 forwards to force mistakes and create counter attacks
Presenters: Ruud Doktor, Dutch U16 & U17 National Team Coach 

· Team must practice this tactic until they confident it will work. If it doesn’t work then the opponent will have numbers up in the midfield.

· Set up: 

· 6v5 with numbers up for team building out of the back

· Half field x 40 yards wide

· Building team plays to target goals at half field

· Progression:

· Begin with low pressure to create game situations and realistic game play. Need building team to have some success so that the pressing team will want to work hard.

· Change to high pressure to create counter attacks

· CP: Look for the right moment to pressure: At the moment the ball is passed. If forwards wait until after the ball is received it will be to late.

· CP: Bait the opponent into thinking that they can build out of the back. If the forwards pressure every time then the keeper will punt the ball. “We want them to build out of the back.”

· CP: Winger pressures and shows inside to eliminate building up the wings
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
