Topic: Wing Play

Set up: 

· 4v4 in center; 2 wingers for each team in flank channels (creates 6v4 on offense).

· 2 goal keepers 

· 50 yards long x 40 yards wide

· No defending of wingers

· Weak side winger cuts into the middle as ball is crossed in

· 1 point if goal scored w/o wing play. 3 points with wing play

· Depending on the skill level of team work towards 1 and 2 touch play in middle

· Finish without wing channels 6v6 + GKs

· Coaching Points

· Counter quickly

· Create length (with CF).

· The key to successful wing play is the quality of service into the penalty box. The choice of service is determined by the type of players in the box:

· If strong in the air = service balls high to far post. 

· If weak in the air = service balls hard on the ground to the near post.  

· CF makes run to near post…either flick into goal or flick back to penalty spot.

· Serve the ball quickly!

· Time runs to meet the ball
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
