Have A Better Tryout Performance

     At tryouts, you are accompanied by many other
players with the exact same goal of making the best
team they can. Included in the group of hopefuls are
players that fall into five categories: 1) The ones who
will surely make the team and know it; 2) The ones
who will surely make the team but don't think they will;
3) The ones who have a 50/50 chance of making it; 4)
The ones with no chance but think they do; 5) The ones
with no shot and know it.

     Let's assume you fall into category #3. The tryout is
your opportunity to tip the scale in your favor. To
ensure that you enter the tryout with every advantage
you can, here are some tips.

1. Show Your Strengths
There is something about every player that

makes them special. Take a few minutes to figure out
what makes you a special player. Make a list and be
sure to work on your strengths every day before the
tryout. You're going to need them.
     You might be an above-average header. You could
have a long throw-in. You might be a great organizer, a
slick passer, or perhaps you possess a powerful and
accurate shot. You might be a tenacious defender, or a
hard tackler. You might be able to read the game well,
set the pace or run all day. Whatever your strength is,
make sure you exhibit it every day.

2. Remain Positive
There is not a coach in the world who is looking

for a player whose main strength is whining and
complaining. So keep any negative comments to
yourself, and be sure to encourage everyone. Coaches
want tean players.

3. Be Consistent
You never know when someone is watching.

Every activity, stretch or water break deserves your full
effort and attention. If you get bored with an activity,
find a way to get un-bored quickly. Coaches are not
looking for players they have to constantly motivate.

4. Don't Over-Specialize
A coach may ask you what position you play.

You should let the coach know where you have played
in the past, but you are willing to play anywhere, or you
are willing to learn anything. Again, coaches like team
players. When you advance a level, chances are pretty
good that you will need to play a new position. It's also
very rare for two different coaches to look at the same
player and see the exact same qualities. Your old coach
may have preferred to play you at outside mid, while
your new coach may see some tendencies of a central
defender in you. Be flexible.

5. Play Smart
No one is expecting you to beat every player on

the field every time you touch the ball. There are times
you dribble and there are times when you pass. Make
sure the coach is impressed, but don't overdo it.

6. Pay Attention
Don't be high-maintenance. If a coach is

explaining a drill, watch and listen so you are able to
understand it. A coach can tell if you are paying
attention because you look them in the eye.

7. Relax
If you are tense and nervous, your performance

will show it. You can't concentrate on passing a ball if
you are concerned with outside influences.

Other points of advice:
- Run to each session or practice area and try to be the
first one to the coaches.
- Coaches notice the players who are within view. Don't
hid on the field.
- Show up looking like a pro. Wear soccer shorts. Keep
your shirt tucked in.
- Don't try to read the coaches' mind. You can only
control yourself.
- Keep it simple. The coaches are looking for good
fundamentals and ball control.
- Work hard on defense. If you lose the ball, fight to get
it back.
- There is never a time in soccer to just stand still or
walk. Coaches are not looking for players who just
stand around and wait for the action to come their way.



- Communicate to the other players. Even if you don't
know a player's name, you can tell him if they have
time to dribble or need to pass the ball.

Tips for parents:
- Be sure to help your child arrive 30 minutes early so
they can be ready to play.

- Research shows that players feel more comfortable
and play better when their parents watch quietly from a
distance.
- Take your child for ice cream after the tryouts.
- Appreciate your child's effort.

Are Development, Winning and Fun Mutually
Exclusive or Not?

     When working with youth teams does the coach
have to choose between having a winning team,
developing players for long term growth or them having
fun? How many times have you seen a team that was a
powerhouse as a U10 or U11 but by the time they are
U14 or U16 they are an average team at best? On the
other hand, how often have you seen a team that was
average as a younger team but a strong team as they got
older? Is there a way to develop players, have them
enjoy themselves and still win games in the long run?
     Let's first start by looking at why many of these
younger, stronger teams win when they are young but
frequently don't continue to win, as they get older.
Many of these teams will use a style of play that takes
advantage of size or speed as well as individual ability
and they are able to completely overwhelm most of
their opponents. While this works well short term in
terms of winning games, it doesn't prepare the players
for when they come up against opponents who have
more size or speed or have more individual or team
ability. Inevitably other teams will have someone who
is bigger, stronger, faster or more skillful and when this
happens, the team is unprepared to address these issues.
On the other hand, the team that struggles when they
are younger but are working hard, learning and having
fun, will have encountered these more talented players
from the start and will learn to combat it by playing
smarter (if you are playing against faster players when
you are younger and learn to combat speed with better
positioning you will be better prepared than the team
that has never been in this position before).

     Another example of how the win at all cost at the
younger ages may hamper a team's development is
when you look at playing time decisions. The star
players when they are younger are frequently not the
dominant players when they are older (it's not
uncommon for them to simply be the players who
matured earlier and when the others catch up, they are
now on equal footing but haven't developed technically
or tactically because they were able to get by on other
things when they were younger). The teams that make
sure everyone gets fair playing time will allow all of the
players to develop as opposed to the teams who have
some players sitting on the bench for entire games.
Maybe this will help those teams win short term but
long term the players who were on the bench will not
develop the way they should and will probably end up
leaving soccer to do something more enjoyable than
sitting on the bench. These players who are sitting on
the bench are frequently the ones who with training and
playing time will develop into better players when they
get older because they will eventually catch up
physically and will have had to learn the game more
when they were younger in order to compete.
     It's been my experience that the more teams work
hard, learn and have fun, the more they will be
successful in the long term.
     In my opinion, development, fun and winning not
only are not mutually exclusive but at the youth level,
in the long run, winning is a direct result of
development and fun while those who go in the other
direction don't realize that if the emphasis is solely on
winning, it's at the expense of development and fun..



BC FORCE HALL OF FAME  2005 INDUCTEE

     Our 2005 Hall of Fame Inductee is also known as
the Dean of Social Studies at Fairview High School. I'd
like to think of him as the Dean of soccer in Boulder.

     He grew up on Long Island, NY where his talents as
a third baseman caught the eye of his high school
coach. From that point on he starred as a goalkeeper for
his high school and he then went on to play collegiately
at SUNY-Fredonia.

     After coming to his senses and moving to Colorado,
he quickly immersed himself in the local soccer
community. He ran the City of Boulder's adult soccer
league and he became the first Head Coach of FC
Boulder. His first team, the FC Boulder '68 boys
contained a large number of players who eventually
ended up on the Fall 1984 Fairview State Runner-Up
High School team. His most spectacular graduate was
Brad Walsh, who eventually played at San Diego State
and was captain to Marcello Balboa and Eric
Wynalda.

     As a fundraising project for that '68 Boys team and
FC Boulder, our inductee established what we now
know as the BC Force Indoor Classic. Initially, the
tournament was held at multiple venues such as
Fairview High, Southern Hills, Burbank, Baseline and
Boulder High. The event is now held at the University
of Colorado's Field house and is one of the club's major
fundraisers.

     Our inductee became the Fairview High School
Boys and Girls coach in the fall of 1981. He quickly
developed the boys' team and took them to the State
Final in 1984 and the quarter final in 1985. Fairview

dominated the Centennial League for two years. His
1992 boys' team reached the state semi final.

     I personally coached against our inductee many
times while I was Head Coach at Boulder high school.
Too many times I was at the losing end of another
frustrating night at Recht Field, and I would be tossing
and turning through yet another sleepless night.

     During those years, our inductee was a member of
the CSYSA staff as well as one of the State's Olympic
Development Coaches.

     After coaching the Fairview Girls for 11 years, he
dedicated himself to some of our very best boys
competitive teams. One spring season we actually had
two Hall of Fame coaches working with a team which
consisted of future collegiate players such as Patrick
Huffer, Steve Owens, Daniel Biggers, Matt Lay and
Ian Carbone. I'm sure one of his memorable coaching
moments came when he took the BC Force U16 Red
team (with his son Dan Jozwiak) to Europe and came
back with a third place trophy from the Holland Cup.

     Any coach or soccer fan who knows our inductee,
knows that he has always been willing and eager to
keep improving his coaching. He kept adapting his
knowledge to both high school and club soccer and he
has never stopped playing the game at some level
(during the months of January, February and March you
can find our inductee every Thursday night in the
Fairview gym kicking the ball around with a group of
soccer fanatics).

     I'm proud to introduce to you this year's Hall of
Fame inductee, Stan Jozwiak.

     As some of you might have heard I had the honor of
spending eight days in Brazil. Now this was not a
vacation but a coaching class. 76 people applied to this
course and 36 fortunate ones got accepted to the
NSCAA International Premier Course. This course is
the equivalent of the USSF 'A' License.
     The only drawback of taking a course in Brazil is
having to actually travel to Brazil. I left my house on
Friday May 6th at 5:15 AM and after three different
flights arrived in Brazil on Saturday May 7th at 9:10
AM, jet-lagged and delirious.

Seeing a
professional club and how it works was amazing. This
club has five teams, the U13's, U15's, U17's, U20's and
the Pro team. They train at the same time right next to
each other. The complex has multiple soccer fields and
also fields with different types of surfaces. There's a
skills area and a beach soccer area.  There's a full
medical staff and a complete weight room. There are
also dormitories for the younger players on site. This
was the complete package. We observed the players
during their practices and scrimmages. We also saw the
U15's play a game against one of the local town club
teams. The highlight of the week was watching the Pro
team's Cup game in their stadium. There was a terrific
atmosphere, although after the home team lost I felt a
little vulnerable leaving the stadium. Apparently, the
fans believed that the 'Americans' had put a hex on the
game.
     There were four NSCAA Staff coaches conducting
the daily sessions, as well as the Head Coach of the
CAP youth teams. The NSCAA instructors were
Schellas Hyndman (SMU's Men's head coach), Barry
Gorman (Penn State's Men's head coach), Jeff Tipping
(NSCAA Director of Coaching) and Anson Dorrance
(North Carolina's Women's head coach).

     The course was structured so that each day we dealt
with a different system of play. We discussed the 3-4-3,
3-5-2, 4-4-2 and 4-3-3. We analyzed how to play each
system, as well as how to beat them. Each of the
instructors runs one of these formations with their
respective teams. The funny part of this was that when
Anson Dorrance talked about the 3-4-3 formation, he
mentioned the weakness of it, but he said "What do you
think we work on in practice?" "So if you look at my
system and try to play the ball into the corner to beat us
don't you think we have worked on it?" I had never
thought that way before. At the club level with only
three practices per week, we do not have time to work
on the weaknesses of our systems.
     As much fun as this was, and a once in a life time
trip, it was also pretty physically demanding. To pass
the course you were tested in three areas. Match
analysis, oral questions and a field session. The first
two areas are self explanatory, but the field session was
not easy. There were 36 candidates, which means two
teams of 18. You had to run a twenty minute practice
on your topic and then a ten minute scrimmage against
the other team. During the scrimmage you needed to
make two coaching points pertaining to your topic. This
was the difficult part. When you're watching the game,
can you analyze the problem, take that problem out of
the game, fix it, and then put it back into the game.
Many coaches have a tough time doing this.
     Many soccer people believe that Brazilian soccer is
merely assembling some players, roll out the ball and
be entertained. I can now tell you that this is definitely
not the case. Their practices are very organized,
actually broken down to the minute. They run the
players through patterns, work on lots of finishing and
different 1 vs 1 situations. They work on every aspect
of the game to make all of their players complete soccer
players. Brazil is a country rich in soccer tradition.
Their game is very attack oriented, but to play that way
you must have good defenders.
