The girls ended up winning two games and losing five. However, we were competitive with every team and gave a great fight to every team we challenged.

     My fondest memories of Spain will be visiting Barcelona and Nou Camp (Barcelona’s legendary soccer stadium), cliff jumping, sleeping pills and watching the camaraderie between all three BC Force teams.

     On our next leg of the trip, we went to Gothenburg, Sweden to play in the Gothia

Cup. The Gothia Cup is the largest youth soccer tournament in the world. There were over 1500 teams representing over 60 countries. Within our age group alone, there were a total of 98 teams.

     The opening ceremonies were held at Ullevi which attracted over 43000 spectators and participants.

     The girls did exceptional well in the tournament. We moved on to the winner’s bracket but lost in the first round of the elimination round. We ended up losing by one goal to the eventual champions of the tournament.

     My fondest memories of Sweden will be the opening ceremonies, eating brats, playing cards on the 10th floor and the great referees.

     Thanks to all the players and parents for wonderful memories and an amazing summer of soccer. It truly was a pleasure and an honor.

The BC FORCE U16 Super Y League Team Earns Regional Respect on Real Salt Lake Road Trip.

     The BCF U16 Super Y League team began a four game weekend road trip to Salt Lake City, Utah with a match against the Major League Soccer’s Real Salt Lake U16 boys. Like the other MLS youth teams participating in the Super Y League, RSL’s roster is essentially Utah’s ODP/All-state team.  On the contrary, the U16 BCF Force team featured a small 14 player roster, 13 players from the BCF U16 Red and one player from the BCF U15 Red. On paper this was a game of David vs. Goliath. 

     The BCF team had already committed to going to Europe in July before being invited to join the Super Y League. The league administrators accommodated the BCF U16 schedule but required the team to make up all four of July’s SYL games in just three days.  Prior to leaving for Europe the BCF U16 SYL team had only played two SYL games, losing 2-0 and 4-0 to the Colorado Rapids U16 SYL. 

     Real Salt Lake U16 only needed the two games against the BCF team to complete their season and had already split their games against the Colorado Rapids U16, 5-1 in Colorado and 2-3 in Arizona. All the BCF U16 players were aware of those game results.

     Before the BCF boys began their warm up, the players were encouraged to focus on their strengths and reflect on the sacrifices, accomplishments and hard work they put into this team over the past ten months -- winter indoor training in November, running sprints on the snow covered parking lot at Foothills Park in January, three tournament championship titles, 2nd Place in Elite III, touring Europe and all the other experience from their epic 44 game season. 

     The Super Y League had promised the participating Rocky Mountain Division players and coaches a more professionalized atmosphere than they experienced in Colorado Youth Soccer games. That turned out to be true. The game was played in a small high school stadium built just for soccer. In addition to the Real Salt Lake U16 players wearing the same uniforms as the full professional MLS team, they also featured the RSL professional staff on the bench, marketing and promotions staff, statisticians, trainers and event coordinators. To top it off, a decent size crowd including a few high school teams filled the seats. 

     As expected, RSL proved to be a technically solid squad with several youth players already making a name for themselves on the Regional and National team levels.  The RSL players demonstrated confident and composure you would expect from an “All-star” team. However, it was clear from the start that the BCF team came to play.

     Defensively, the Force played one step ahead of the RSL attack. When the RSL played deep, the Force was already dropping off. When they tried to play wide, they were channeled centrally. When they tried to change the point of attack, the Force shifted quicker. When they tried to split the middle, they were swarmed by the Force midfield. When they tried to break the defense on the dribble they had their pockets picked by the stealthy Force defenders. When they did get their shots off, the Force keeper was a ready.

     The first goal of the game was an example of the maturing the BCF team experienced this season. Both wingers, Max Jaffee and Tye Chait had been using their quickness down the flanks for most of the first 20 minutes. Right from the opening whistle, the RSL team was surprise by the speed of the BCF front three. At just the right time Max received the ball, feinted down the left sideline and cut the ball into the middle. Instead of pushing the ball further on the dribble, Max zipped a firm pass right into center forward Travis Brandl’s feet. Prior to receiving that pass from Max, Travis had been dropping the ball back into the center midfield at least 6 or 7 times. This time, Travis, with a little fake like he was going to drop it again, had the two center backs over committed. He just pulled the ball back towards himself with his signature sharp turn. Making it look easy, Travis spit the defense and went to goal. With the RSL defense in pursuit he beat a sprawling keeper with a shot low and inside the right side of the goal.

     The second half started off where the first half ended. On the left wing Tye sprinted past his defender to receive a through pass from holding midfielder Cameron Tolooee. Tye took the ball to the end line, turned the corner and played a firm ball into the six-yard box where Max hammered it into the back of the next. 

     The RSL forwards struggled to break past the defense of Adam Hinkelman, Martin Orona, Andy Crowley, Jeff Hirsch and Grant Marshall. However, after the second goal, Force goalkeeper Devin Kuh was called upon to make several strong saves including stopping a 1 vs. 1 breakaway and tipping two shots over the crossbar. 

     Down two goals, RSL played more centrally and direct. However, Tim Crowley, Andrew Flint, Shane Wheeler and Cameron denied any RSL play up the middle. 

     With more RSL players pushed forward, Alex Dickerson (U15 Red) denied a penetrating pass at half-line and countered on the dribble all the way to far end-line where he slotted the ball past the RSL keeper and onto the foot of Cameron. Cameron’s goal sealed BCF’s first Super Y League victory and the most satisfying victory of the U16 season.

     There was no trophy or title won with the game, but it was simply the best game the team played all year and that alone made the 9 hour drive to Utah well worth it.

     The following morning the BCF U16 team played the RSL Arizona team who need just a tie or a win to clinch the Super Y League Rocky Mountain Division. The RSL Arizona team was formed after 150 of Arizona’s top U16 players tried out for the team. In all their previous SYL games the RSL Arizona team conceded one goal while winning every game. This was the first of only two games for the RSL team this weekend. 

     Coming of the emotional first win for the BCF, the goal was to stay organized and composed. RSL Arizona’s high-powered attack struggled to penetrate the BCF defense for most of the first half. With a few minutes left RSL Arizona took advantage of a transitional breakdown in the center midfield. With the ball at the RSL Arizona playmaker’s feet, he found their striker wide on the edge of the penalty box. With an excellent first touch that penetrated behind the four BCF defenders, the striker took a scorching shot low to the far post. Force goalkeeper Kuh made a big first save on the shot but the rebound on the far post was put past him. 

     BCF put together a few scoring chances in the second half while keeping RSL Arizona scoreless for another 40 minutes. The final score of 1-0 was respectable against the SYL Rocky Mountain Divisional Champions. 

     A few hours later, the BCF team played the second game of the day, a rematch against the same Real Salt Lake U16 team from the day before. This time the BCF U16 looked like a tired team with two games played in less than 24 hours. 

     With fresher legs, the Real Salt Lake U16 opened up the scoring late in the first half after a communication breakdown between the BCF’s outside defender and goalkeeper. The RSL forwards took advantage of the mishap and put RSL up 1-0. BCF never seemed to find a rhythm after the first goal and RSL was now inspired to avenge their previous defeat. RSL finished the game with a second goal and the 2-0 win. 

     That night the RSL organization was an excellent host and provided the team with discounted tickets to the RSL vs. Houston Dynamo MLS game. 

     Sunday morning the BCF team played its last of four games -- the rematch against the RSL Arizona team. This final game of the season was a test of mental toughness, physical fitness and competitive spirit. Each player was simply asked to play with passion and give his best effort. Regardless of the outcome, their coach was proud of the team. 

     One Monday the players would be separating to play for their respected high school teams, this would be their last 80 minutes as the BCF U16 team. Regardless of the outcome of this final game, they would be returning to Boulder knowing that they did something special this season, especially on the road trip to Utah.

     As the heat backed onto the turf field, the BCF team, with just two able bodied subs, started the game. RSL Arizona took advantage of their fresher legs and moved the ball around the field with confident possession. However, again, the BCF was steady and stubborn. Somehow, the BCF players found the energy to get numbers behind the ball and deny any dangerous penetration. 

     With just a few minutes left in the first half. Travis Brandl collected a ball on the right corner of the top of the penalty box and sent a hard high shot at the keeper. Tye was there to head in the mishandled shot into the goal. The BCF team went into a much-needed half time with a 1-0 lead. In one half, the Force had matched the number of goals scored against RSL Arizona all season. 

     The second half played similar to the first with the BCF team showing great spirit to keep the score 1-0. At this point, even the RSL Arizona coach began to comment during the game about the fantastic effort being displayed by the Boulder County boys. “What heart!” and “Those boys are really making a statement about the Boulder County Force.”

     Again, this was the fourth game for the BCF team while it was just RSL Arizona’s second in 3 days. The BCF team still had 9 hours of driving to follow the game. RSL Arizona would take their MLS chartered bus to the airport for their MLS paid for flight home. Apparently, none of that mattered to the BCF boys who continued to defend hard and then push forward with pace and purpose.

     With 12 minutes left in the second half, Tye played a hard corner kick into Adam Hinkelman at the near post who flicked it high to the far side of the 6 yard box, where 6’3” Jeff Hirsch headed the ball into the back of the net. 2-0 against the league champs!

     However, as every experience soccer player has heard, 2-0 is a dangerous lead as a tired team understandably lets up on the intensity of play. Sure enough, the RSL Arizona team combined up the right flank where their striker hit a blistering shot with the outside of his right foot off the far post and into the net. 2-1 with 11 minutes left.

     For 10 minutes the BCF team did their best to keep the ball from penetrating their defense but no longer had the legs to transition forward as an attacking unit. Finally, with less than a minute left in the game the ball was deflected out of bounds behind the BCF goal. The assistant referee signaled for a goal kick! Surely the game was won! However, the center referee blew his whistle and signaled for a corner kick and a last chance corner for the league champions to tie the game. The ball was driven to the fall post where the RSL Arizona player rose high above the crowd and headed the ball just under the cross bar. 2-2. A last chance RSL Arizona didn’t waste. 

     The referee blew the whistle and the BCF players collapse in exhaustion but with a sense of pride knowing that they played their best against some of the best players in the west. 

     For the U16 boys, their inaugural season in the Super Y League was a success and the experience will serve them well in their future endeavors. They are more confident about their ability to complete at an elite youth level and they learned to do their best while playing in difficult conditions against excellent competition.

     The next step for BCF U16 SYL players will be to see if any of them are named to the Rocky Mountain Division SYL ODP team, which will include an invitation to attend the Super Y League National ODP Camp. At the camp players will showcase for US National staff coaches for possible US National Pool select. In 2007, the National SYL ODP team toured Germany playing European professional youth teams. The SYL National ODP Camp is in Florida this winter. Selection to the camp will be announced in late September 2007.

Communication Between Coaches and Parents

     Communication between the coach,  team members and their parents is vital to managing a team to ensure all of its components understand the goals and processes the team will follow. Therefore, it is important that coaches meet with team members and parents separately or together to provide information about the program. The meetings should take place as early in the season as possible, but at least prior to the first contest.

     The following information should be reviewed. While not required, coaches are encouraged to provide their team policies in writing.

· Introduction of assistant coaches and team manager.

· Coaching philosophy.

· Practice and game schedule.

· Inclement weather plans.

· Playing time allocation.

· Team rules, expectations.

· Travel policies.

     Communication with the coaching staff, and expectations of parents.

· If a player has a concern about playing time, team rules, etc. he or she should talk with their coach.

· If parents have a concern to discuss with a coach, please do not attempt to confront a coach before or after a practice or game. These can be emotional times for both the parent and the coach and meeting then often does not lead to a satisfactory resolution. Therefore, call the coach to set up an appointment.

Appropriate concerns for a parent to discuss with coaches:

· Treatment of your child, mentally and physically.

· Concerns about your child’s behavior.

Issues not appropriate for parents to discuss with coaches:

· Playing time.

· Team tactics.

· Other team members.

Creating Goal Scorers
     Why do some players score goals and other players, of the same technical ability, not? Why do some players always seem to be ‘lucky’ when it comes to scoring and other players always seem to be unlucky?

     There is no doubt it takes some technical ability, athletic ability and tactical knowledge to be a goal scorer but there must also be something more.

     Frequently, the thing that separates the goal scorer from the non-goal scorer is the mentality of the players.

     The non-goal scorer thinks “I want to score” or “I think I can score” or “I hope I can score”. The goal scorer has the mentality “I will score”. The non-goal scorer thinks “If I shoot enough times, I will probably score”. The goal scorer thinks “I will score on my next shot”.

     The non-goal scorer thinks “If I miss, I will be letting my teammates down”. The goal scorer thinks “I will score”.

     The non-goal scorer thinks “My teammate might be in a better position to score than me”. The goal scorer thinks “When I have the ball, I am always in the best position to score”.

     The non-goal scorer thinks “I don’t want to be thought of as selfish so I don’t want to shoot too much”. The goal scorer thinks “It would be selfish of me not to shoot when I have the chance because I have to take responsibility when given the chance”.
     I’m not sure if a coach can develop a goal scoring mentality in a player but too often, coaches can destroy this mentality. Every time a player shoots and misses and the coach yells from the sideline “Put it on target” or “Get your knee over the ball” or “Timmy was open, look to pass”, it’s helping to destroy the goal scoring opportunity.
     If we want to encourage our players to have that goal scoring mentality, we have to encourage them to take chances, go to goal and be the finisher. Too many coaches are goal scoring mentality destroyers yet complain teams don’t have enough goal scorers.

Developing Top Players
     In many cases, the difference between a good and great player is the way they respond to an adverse situation.

     Too often, people think the key to being a top player is to not make mistakes, but that isn’t the case at all. Top players take chances on a regular basis and as a result of this they make mistakes fairly often. The question is, how do they react to these mistakes? Do they put their head down and sulk or do they respond in a positive manner and make up for the mistake?

     When a player loses the ball, do they stop and then slowly walk back or do they quickly switch into defensive mode and work on marking up or even winning the ball back?

     When a player shoots the ball and it goes right to the keeper, do they turn and walk back or do they hustle back and try to create another opportunity for themselves or their teammates?
     When a player makes a run and does not get the ball, do they yell at their teammate for not passing to them or do they realize there are many options on the field and they have to keep going?

     When a bad pass is made, do they look to place blame or do they look to make up for it?

     When a goal is given up, do they think “uh oh, it’s going to happen again” or do they think “now it’s our turn”?

     The top players react to a bad situation by working hard and turning it into a good situation. The lesser player lets the bad situation take them from bad to worse.
