· Day 2: 8 vs 8 or 9 vs 9 (a,b, c field)
High School Age Groups:

· Day 1: 8 vs 8 or 9 vs 9 games

· Day 2: 8 vs 8 or 9 vs 9 games

Players are selected on the following criteria:

· Technical ability: passing, receiving, dribbling, finishing and striking the ball.

· Soccer Smarts: ability to read the game and making the right decisions.

· Personality: enjoyment of the game, are they involved and do they have a competitive nature.

· Speed: physical and mental speed.

     Coaches, the tryouts process is a difficult time for everyone involved, players, parents, coaches and administrators. In order to make this process run as smoothly as possible it is important to educate everyone involved.

     Tryouts for players who are currently playing for a BC Force team run all season long. Every practice and every game is an opportunity for those players to get noticed. 

     Coaches within an age group should be communicating about those players who might be on the bubble as far as moving up or down.

     Inviting those players to one of your practices will give you a good feel of whether that player could fit into your team.

     During the actual two days of tryouts, the focus should be on those players who are currently not playing for a BC Force team.

You only have two days of tryouts (about 3 hours), to make a decision on whether that new player could fit into your team, whereas you have had all year long to determine whether Johnny from the Barca team can move up to your Red team, or Jenny from the Pilots team could move up to the Tarheels team.

     Use the next month or so to familiarize yourself with the other teams in your age group, communicate with the other coaches in your age group, set up scrimmages and invite players to your practices. 

     I believe that if you communicate this process with your players and parents, then maybe we can alleviate some of the parental issues which keep coming up after the tryouts.
