Player Evaluations

     True player development occurs when each player’s daily training and playing environment is of the highest quality. If this environment is consistent, with defined goals and expectations, player development is then maximized.
     As an aid to both player and coaching development, I have compiled a player evaluation form (simple and coach friendly) that addresses the four modern components of soccer. It is important to note that each player and team is different; and accurate player evaluations are a critical component of a soccer player’s development. Additionally, player evaluations provide critical information to coaches, which aid in defining and setting goals that are unique and appropriate for each player. Evaluations also provide coaches a framework with which to organize curriculum for each team in a developmentally progressive manner.

     Coaches should also take the time to study and understand the level for which their players and team is preparing to compete.

     At a minimum, player evaluations should be completed near the beginning of the season and at the end. If the evaluations are done accurately, coaches can objectively evaluate the progress of each player throughout the season. The recommendation is to evaluate your players based on the standard of play one-level above their current standard. Please note: the evaluation process and standards must be fully explained to your players prior to their evaluation.

     In the end, the ultimate goal for each coach is to provide players a fair and accurate evaluation, which will be used as a constructive learning tool to encourage and motivate players to achieve success.

Cold Hard Facts
By Jay Martin

     In this article I want to take a pragmatic look at the dream held by many young American players of earning a collegiate soccer scholarship. 

     More and more players (and parents) believe it is worth investing several thousands of dollars a year to improve the odds of landing a soccer scholarship.

     A recent survey of parents revealed that more than 60 percent of parents view soccer as a means to a college athletic scholarship.

     A look at the facts paints a far different picture of soccer scholarships. While there is nothing wrong with using soccer to help a high school player get into one of the best schools – and perhaps get a scholarship – everyone involved should be realistic about the situation.

Here are some facts from a 1996 study of high school age soccer players:

· There were 8182 boys and 6500 girls soccer programs.
· There were more than 283,700 boys and 209,000 girls playing high school soccer.

· There were 51,066 boys and 37,620 girls who were seniors, played soccer and graduated.

· There were 721 college programs for boys and 736 for girls.

· There were 4,326 spots available on college teams for boys; and there were 4416 spots available for the girls.

· There were playing opportunities for fewer than 8% of graduating seniors.

· There were 433 scholarships for boys and 806 for girls.

· Less than 1% of the graduating boys and around 2% of the girls received soccer scholarships.

     How’s that for a dose of reality? But the good news is that in 2008 the situation is much better, right? Not really.

     There are more scholarships available for both men and women, but there are many more players playing the game in high school.
     While the data compiled by the NCAA for the 2003-2004 academic year dealt with all sports, let’s focus on men’s and women’s soccer. The article determined the following:

· Less than 2% of all NCAA Division I athletes receive a scholarship.

· There is no such thing as a four-year scholarship. All scholarships are renewable annually.

· There were 333,044 boys and 270,273 girls playing high school soccer.

· There were 2,357 scholarships for boys and 3,964 for girls.

· Those scholarships were awarded  to 6,047 boys and 9,310 girls.
· The average award was $8,533 for boys and $8,404 for girls – that means the men’s scholarship covered only 39% of costs and the women’s scholarships covered only 43% of costs.

     It is important that parents and coaches know these statistics and realize how difficult it is to receive a soccer scholarship. Although getting a soccer scholarship is a long shot, there is some good news. Being a good soccer player may give an athlete an edge when colleges award academic scholarships and need-based aid. In fact, there is much more money available to soccer players for academic excellence than athletic prowess. An increased focus on academics will pay greater dividends than soccer excellence in the long run – it may also pay off on the short run.

Everyone involved with soccer should keep the scholarship issue in perspective. Players should be playing for fun, fitness and the challenge of the game. If your players (and parents) are playing only to earn a soccer scholarship – maybe they should spend more time in the library!
